	Research Process – Teacher Check in

	Stage 1: Brainstorming
We can find out what we already know about the invention.

	Stage 2: Questioning

	Stage 3: Finding Out
We found out all the information we could about the invention we chose.

We came up way to ‘sell’ our invention to our audience.

	Stage 5: Sharing

We worked as a group to present our advertisement to the class.
	Stage 6: Reflecting
We self assed our advertisement.
