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Concept Blocks
A concept block is when you take 4 concepts related to an issue and use them to form a general idea about that issue.
Example

General idea: A combination of factors has contributed to temporal patterns of tourism in Seoul.
For each of the concept blocks below, form your own general idea.  The concepts can go in any order that seems sensible to you.
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
